SHOUL D WE SUPPORT ISRAEL
Conclusion

Tonight we're going to tak a little bit about what's happening in Israel politically. Then well look at what's
ahead, according to the Scripture. The politicd Stuationin|sragel may seem complex, but once you have a grasp
on the over dl dtuation regarding the positions and god's of the Jews and the positions and god's of the Arabs,
the rest of what goes on over thereis not that hard to understand.

It's like watching a chess game. The god is to check-mate the opponent and there are many different Srategies
chess players use to do this. Also, it takes many different kinds of individual moves to execute those strategies.
Y oumay not understand the strategy of the men who are playing the game. But inthe end, the goal isdways the
same. That's the way it is regarding the Isragli/Arab conflict. Details change; faces change;, strategies and
individua moves change; but the goals of the Jews and the goal s of the Arabs remain the same.

The god of the Arabs is very smple: the destruction of the Jewish State and the return of every inch of Isradl to
the rule and authority of Idam. Thesize of Isradl isimmaterid to the Arabs. The location of the borders of Isragl
is imméaterid to the Arabs. At theroot of the matter isthe fact that the very existence of the Jewish State in the
center of Idamic territory isan affront to Allah and adaily humiliation of the rdigion of Idam. Until a person
understands this fact, they will never be able to grasp the strategies and moves of the Arabs regarding |sradl.

In January of 1994, after the Signing of the September 1993 agreements between Isradl and the PLO in Odo, a
Hamas leader was interviewed on the BBC. The correspondent asked him how he felt about the new Situation
(ie: of prospective peace between Igadis and Paedtinians). His reply was honest and ingghtful. He sad: “ You
don't understand...Islam can never negotiate with or recognize Israel” .

Hedidn't say the Arabs in the Middle East can never recognize Isragl. Hedidn't say the Pal estinians can never
recognize Israel. He didn’t say Hamas, or Hezbollah, or the PLO, or any of the other terrorist groups can never
recognize Isragl. What he said was, ISLAM can never recognize Isradl. Idam will never accept a sovereign
Jawish State in the heart of the Mudim Arab world, regardless of it's Sze. Those who refuseto understand and
accept this basic fact are doomed to be deceived by the strategies and palitical moves of the Arabs and the
Pdedtinians. No faithful Mudim can accept Isragl on a permanent basis—ever!

For this reason, the Jewish victory in 1948 became the day of the greatest shame in the modern higtory of the
Arabs. The creation of a sovereign infidd state in the middle of Idamic territory isthe ultimate chalenge to the
Idamic world. The face of boththe Arab nationand its* god” was blackened by the creation of Israel. Every day
the Jewish State of | srael survives, it isatestimony that Jehovah is greater than Allah. All those millions of Arabs,
withthe whole world ontheir Side, can't defeat the Jews. Thisisadaily humiligtionto Allah, to Idam, and to every
Mudimand Arab in the world. Once you understand this basic redlity, the statements that have beenmade over
the years by Arab leaders will begin to make more sense to you.

Since the destruction of Isradl and the return of the land to Allahisthe goal of the Arabs (and the Paestinians),
everythingthey say and do istoward the accomplishment of that god. Whenthey talk about wanting aPaestinians
State, the pur pose of that stateisto eventudly destroy Isradl. Every move they makeisjust atactic to reachther

god. They do not want peace with Isragl and they have no intention of living in peace with Isradl.

The god of the Jews isto have their own sovereign state and live a peace with the surrounding Arab nations.
They want thair stateto be aJewish state, just as Germany isa German state and France is a French sate. This
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isnot raciam. It' s the norma desire of every nationd people. The Jews are willing to compromise onmany issues
to gan atrue peace with the Arabs in and around their country. They have returned land they won in defensive
wars to achieve peace with Egypt. They have proven tha they are not militaristic and imperidigtic. Imperidigtic
nations do not give huge portions of land up for peace with their neighbors. They have aready made many
subgtantia compromises for peace and they’ ve got very little in return—a shalow peace with Egypt and Jordan
and nothing from the Pdedtinians.

Indeed, the “Disengagement” (ie Gaza expulson) of 2005 proves beyond a shadow of a doubt that the
Paegtinians do not want a permanent peace with Isragl. That plan was carried out in August 2005. The Isradli
government paid the Jewi shresidents of Gaza to rel ocate. Those who refused to rel ocate voluntarily by the August
15" deadline were evicted by Isradli security forces over a period of severa days.

Theeviction of dl resdents, the demalition of the resdentid buildings and the evacuation of associated security
personng from the Gaza Strip was completed by September 12, 2005. Israel dso dismantlement four
stlementsinthe northern West Bank ten days later. The results of disengagement have not only beenworthless
as far as peace in concerned, they have beendisastrous. Professor Gerdd M. Steinberg, who isthe director of
the Program on Conflict Management a Bar Ilan University in Isragl, and who was an ardent supporter of the
disengagement, had thisto say about it, after the results became clear for dl to see:

“As an early Israeli supporter of unilateral disengagement, | admit that this plan, like the
earlier Oslo "peace process," has failed. Hopes that the unprecedented move, including the
dismantling of all Israeli military bases, checkpoints and even civilian houses in Gaza would
reduce the violence and promote mutual accommodation were naive.

The role of the Palestinian population in supporting terror is central, but the international
community also bears considerable responsibility for the latest disaster. For years, the
Europeans, the UN and others had provided massive support -- financial as well as political -- to
PLO leader Yasser Arafat in the hope that he would make peace. After that proved to be a mirage
and Arafat died, the members of the Quartet (the European-inspired framework designed to push
hopes for peace co-operatively) pressed numerous schemes to prop-up Arafat's successors.
These failed to achieve anything of significance.

Without skipping a beat, as soon as the Israelis left, the Palestinians extended the terrorist
infrastructure to encompass the resources they had gained. A few months later, the entry of
Hamas officials, pledged to radical Islam and the eradication of Israel, sped up this process.”

Just a few months after the Isradlis pulled out of Gaza, the Pdestinians began firing rockets, dmogt dally, into
townsin Southern Isradl. The Isradli government alowed this to continue for 8 years before findly invading the
areato stop it. And of course, a Jew hating world went ballistic and condemned Isradl for protecting itself.

Just a few years after Isradl pulled out of Gaza, a free dection was held between the (supposedly) “moderate”
PLO party—which was (supposedly) willing to make peace with Isragl, and the much more radical Hamas
party—whichpublicly vowsthat it will never make peace withlsradl. The Pdetinian peoplefredy elected Hamas
to be their official representatives.

Thisthen, isthe game. Everything the Pdegtinians do is a strategy and atactic to gain enough territory, power
and weapons to eventually destroy Isradl and return dl that land to Allah. Everything the Jews do is in order to
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secureared and permanent peace in the region. | srael means what it says whenit makes offersand concessions.
They have proven that they are willing to give up land for peace. The Paestinians do not make concessions and
even if they did, those concessions would smply be a tactic of war. Nor do they want peace. Any Pdestinian
leader who stood up and per manently recognized Israel as alegitimate Jewish state would be killed.

This congant refusd to permanently recognize | sragl has been highlighted inthe most recent round of peacetalks.
OnJdune 14 of last year, the Prime Minigter of Isradl, Benjamin Netanyahu, gave aspeechat Bar-1lanUniversty.
In that speech he did something that no Likud leader has ever done before. He publicly accepted the idea of a
Paestinian state between the Jordan River and the Mediterranean. But he lad down two conditions for that
acceptance. One was that the Paestinian state be effectively demilitarized. The other was that “the Pdedtinians
recognize | sragl asthe State of the Jewishpeople.” Mr. Netanyahu hasreiterated this second conditionmorethan
oncethismonth. In fact, he offered to extend the freeze on Jewish home-building in the West Bank in return for
an official Palestinian recognition of Isradl as the State of the Jewish people.

Y ou seg, for many years the Paestinians have been accusing I sragl of not being serious about peace. They have
accused the Isradlis of doing precisely what they are doing—using various strategies and tactics to avoid apeace
sttlement. Prime Miniger Netanyahu's decision to publically accept the idea of a Pdestinian State if the
Pd estinians would publicly recognize the Jewish State was abrilliant move because he knowsthey are not serious
about peace. The problem is getting the world to recognize thistruth. Asking the Paestinians to recognize Isradl
as a Jewish date, after Netanyahu had done the equivaent for their prospective state, is the epitome of fairness
and reciprocity. Y et Palestinian Authority president Mahmoud Abbas has consstently rejected the offer. Just the
other day he said: “WE€ |l never Sgn aded demanding recognition of Isradl as a Jewish sta€’. Thus, Pdedtinian
leaders have put themsdvesin alight that to any fair-minded spectator, is not good. Unfortunately, the nations
of thisworld are not fair-minded when it comes to the Jews and Isradl.

If you want to understand what's going with this present round of peace talks, you have to understand what
America sfird Mudim president has done. His hatred of |sradl made him do something very stupid. He wanted
to give the Pdedinians the upper hand in the peace talks and at the same time, ham-string the Israglis. However,
what he did instead was to make it impossible for them to st down and tak.

From the very beginning of his presidency, Hussian Obama has put the total freeze on housing congruction in the
stlementsat the center of hisMiddle East palicy. His public advocacy of thisfreeze, even in Jerusalem, put both
the Pdedtinians and the Isradlis inabind, giving both partieslitle roomto maneuver. President Hussain repeatedly
demanded a condruction freeze in home building in the West Bank asa condition for the renewed peace talks.
He thought he was helping the Paestinians but this kind of public rhetoric madeit impossible for the Pdedtinians
to compromise, even if they wanted to—which they don't. If the President of the United States demanded a
completefreeze ondl housng asaconditionto start peace talks, could the Paestinians demand less? Thiswhole
debacle encouraged the Paestinians to take a harder line.

After | sragl agreed to a 10-month building freeze, Abbas used del ay tacticsfor nine of those months inorder not
to come to the table. This showed, once again, that he wasn't redly interested in genuine peace talks. President
Hussain rewarded Abbas by publidy demanding an extension of the housing freeze befor e the 10 months had
even expired. The effect of al thiswasto put Mr. Netanyahu in a box with only two choices: (1) capitulate to
Abbas—in which case his codition government would have fdlen; or (2) have an open confrontation with the
United States. When Netanyahu refused to extend the freeze, Abbaswalked out of the talks and hasn't returned.
A Pdegtinian commentator, named Rani Urabi Mudtafa, had thisto say about the Situation:
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“Unfortunately, we Palestinians have a fourth rate statesman at the helm for us, compounded by
the fact that a pack of short sighted Arabs [the Arab League] are our support. My feeling is that
Netanyahu is a frighteningly skilled devil. But devil or not, he never made any public promises
of a settlement freeze extension before the direct talks began and the Arab League
endorsed Abbas to enter the talks under that guise. Now, after the freeze has expired, Abbas
is once again crying about resigning all together. Naturally, the Arab League has forgotten their
original endorsement, as well as their responsibility to ‘the Palestinian people’ to sit on the chest
of Abbas to continue with the direct talks. I think it's ridiculous that we are even sitting at any
bargaining table, for the simple fact that with regard to Hamas, Abbas can’'t guarantee any
deal he signs on. It's for this very reason | was against direct talks until we were unified and
could truly guarantee our part of any deal. All that said, we started direct talks and need to
continue.”

Mustafais absolutely correct. Netanyahu never sad the freeze would extend past ten months. He initiated the
freeze under great pressure from our Mudim president. Moreover, the surrounding Arab nations gave their
blessng for the talksto begin under that situation. The freeze was supposed to give Abbas and the Isradlis some
time to hammer out agenuine peace dedl. But of course, Abbas not only hasno desireto hammer out adeal with
Israel, he couldn’t hammer out any kind of a ded with themevenif he wanted to (whichhe doesn’t) because he
doesn't have the power to make any deals. Any ded he makes with Isragl (short of it's own voluntary suicide)
will be torpedoed by Hamas.

By theway, Mr. Mudtafa is an avowed athel—though heisproud of his Arab heritage. Since hisfirg dlegiance
isnot to ardigion which refuses to tolerate any infidels on Allah’s territory, his mind has not been warped and
closed. Aslong as he canhave hisown state, he doesn’t mind having asovereign Jewish State inthe Middle East.
The problemis, people likeMudafa are avery amdl minority. For probably 90% of today’ s Arabsand Mudims,
ther firg loydty isto Idam and its fanatical intolerance of dl things un-ldamic.

A few days ago, Egypt's top diplomat and the head of itsintelligence branch were in Ramadlah in an effort to
persuade Abbas to return to the peace talks in exchange for another partial Isradi settlement freeze. The
Egyptian offer was based in part on a recent U.S. initidive in which Presdent Hussain Obama would apply
pressure to Isragl to end the occupation and reach a peace agreement within the next year.

Meanwhile, in an interview with a reporter from Italian daily news paper (Corriere Della Sera), the Pdedtinian
Authority Prime Minigter, Sdam Fayyad, said the PA will declare an independent Paestinian state in 2011.
Fayyadsaid:“Thedeadlineisnext summer, when the Israeli occupation of the West Bank must end. In 2011
we will celebrate 66 years of the United Nations and the United Nations will celebrate the birth of our
nation” . Fayyad said he will give Israel “ one more year of grace...but these colonies can no longer be
there. They areillegal everywhere, here and Jerusalem”.

Thisisthe reasonthe Pdedtinians have been gdling and usngevery kind of excuse and tectic for the last 30 years,
inorder not to enter direct peace negotiations with the Isradlis. A peace agreement betweenthe two parties, that
has been negotiated by those two parties, requires them both to publicly recognize each other on a permanent
basis. The Paledtinians do not want this because they cannot recognize Isradl as a permanent Jewish stateinthe
region, ever. What they have been trying to do for the last 30 yearsisto get the nations to declare a Plestinian
State for them—or at least officdly recognize their proclamation of their own state—without meaking them
recognize lsradl as the legitimate, permanent state of the Jews.



The current plan is to appea to the United Nations, the International Court of Justice, and the sSgnors of the
Geneva Conventions, and unitethemal inoppositionto Israeli settlementsand occupation. Thiswill lead toakind
of global assertion of Pdegtinianstatehood that will tie Isragl’ shands. Hanan Ashrawi, aformer peace negotiator
who is a part of theinner ruling cirdle of the PLO, recently said: “We cannot go on this way...the two state
solution is disappearing. If we cannot stop the settlements through the peace process, we have to go to
the Security Council, the Human RightsCouncil and every international legal body”. In arecent interview,
she sad that the PLO was holding high level discussons on these options.

Of course, Ilgadi offidds are againg thistactic becauseit’saviolation of the 1993 Odo accords that govern
Isradi/Pdedtinian relations. It would aso preempt any efforts by Isradl to keep some settlements and negotiate
modified borders. The Igadis say that what is redly going on is a Pdegtinian effort to secure a state without
having to make the difficult decisons onthe borders and settlementsthat negatiations would entall. Thisis exactly
what' sgoingonand the Isradlis are worried that sucha strategy will work. They have good reason to worry. No
government inthe world supportsther settlement policy and all the nations want to see a Pdestinian State erected
in the heart of Israel with East Jerusdlem at its capital. Isradl fears that amgority of nations, including many in
Europe, would back the Palegtinian’s game plan.

At this point, anyone can open their Bible and see how rdevant its prophesies are regarding today’ s politica
Stuation because the Bible tdlls us very clearly that in the last days, after Isradl has returned toit’ sown land, the
naionswill attack Jerusaem. Why would the nations attack Jerusalem?

They will atack Jerusalembecause they will try to force a peace settlement on Israd which gives the Paestinians
astate with East Jerusdem astheir capitol, but which will not require the Pdestinians to permanently recognize
the Jawish State. Although many Isradlis are ready to give up East Jerusalem for a true peace with the
Pdedtinians at this point; they will never give up East Jerusdlemfor animposed peace by Jew hating nations which
is a sham, and isjust one more phase in their own destruction. They will unite across the palitical spectrum and
resst this kind of imposed settlement.

The Old Testament prophets declare God' s plan for the close of this age, regarding Isradl and the nations. They
tdl usthat God will re-gather I sragl to their own land and restore them to His favor. They also warnthat God will
intervene in judgment againg the nations that oppress Israd and resist His purposes regarding Israel. Theissue
of re-gathered Isradl isthe issue that will confront all nations at the end of the age. For instance, Jodl says.

For, behold, inthose days, and inthat time, when | shall bring again the captivity
of Judah and Jerusalem, | will also gather all nations, and will bring them
down into the valley of Jehoshaphat, and will plead with them there for my
people[the Jews] and for my heritage | srael, whom they have scattered among
the nations, and parted my land.

Jodl 3:1-2

It's interesting to note that there is no Vdley of Jehoshaphat recorded in Scripture. The only valey in which
Jehoshaphat was higtorically associated or involved (See: 11. Chron 20:26) was subsequently named the Valley of
Berachah (ie: blessing), in honor of God' s victory over the combined enemiesof Isradl. Jehoshaphat means “the
Lord judges’. In that same chapter of Joel, God makes two further referencesto this valey:



Let the nations be roused; et them advance into the Valley of Jehoshaphat, for
there | will sit to judge all the nations on every side.

Joe! 3:12

Multitudes, multitudesin the valley of decision! For the day of the Lord is near
in the valley of decision.

Jod 3:14

Vaious interpretations have arisen regarding the identity of this mysterious vdley. One interpretation isthat it's
just arepresentativename of the place where God will judgesthe nations. Wherever that judgment takes place,
it will be known asthe “Vdley of Jehoshephat”. Since this passage of Jod is linked to other prophetic passages
which speak of the same event, and the place where this event happens is* Jerusalem”—others have connected
the Vdley of Jehoshaphat with the Kidron Valley, between Jerusdlem and the Mount of Olives.

Therefore, son of man, prophesy and say unto Gog, Thus saith the Lord GOD; In
that day when my people of Israel dwelleth safely, shalt thou not know it? And
thou shalt comefromthy place out of the north parts, thou, and many peoplewith
thee, all of them riding upon horses, a great company, and a mighty army: And
thou shalt come up against my people of Israel, as a cloud to cover the land,;
it shall bein the latter days, and | will bring thee against my land, that the
heathen may know me, when | shall be sanctified in thee, O Gog, before their

eyes.

Ezekiel 38:14-16

Therefore wait ye upon me, saith the LORD, until the day that | rise up to the
prey: for my determination isto gather the nations, that I may assemble the
kingdoms, to pour upon them mineindignation, even all myfierceanger: for all
the earth shall be devoured withthefire of myjealousy. For thenwill | turntothe
people a pure language, that they may all call upon the name of the LORD, to
serve himwith one consent.

Zepheniah 3:8-9

For | will gather all nations against Jerusalem to battle and the city shall be
taken, and the houses rifled, and the women ravished; and half of the city shall
goforth into captivity, and the residue of the people shall not be cut off fromthe
city. Then shall the LORD go forth, and fight against those nations, as when
he fought in the day of battle

Zachariah 14:2-3

Many prophetic passages predict that at the close of this age, God will judge the nations on the basis of ther
atitude towards Israel. God is going to fight againgt, and pour out Hisindignation (ie wrath) upondl the nations
which come againg Israel, and He is going to do thisin the land of Isragl. So in the last days, the Jewish State
will become a watershed or a line of separation between nations. The nations do not redize it, but their own
destiny will be determined by how they respond to what God does for Isradl.
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Sincethe “valley of decison” isdirectly linked to the VVdley of Jehoshaphat in Jodl chapter three, my view is that
the Vdley of Jehoshaphat is both a spiritud and a literd valey. Through the pressure of world events, God will
compd al nationsto enter this spiritud valey. In that valey they will either submit to God's Word regarding the
Jawsor they will rgject it. If they submit, they will aign themsdves with God' s purposesfor Isradl. If they rebd,
they will oppose His purposes for Israel. Those who reject God's Word regarding Isragl will eventudly be
brought down into aliteral valey asthey attempt to force Isragl to submit to their own will and designs.

That God would make Isradl adividing lineisnot anew idea. Inameasure, this has aready happened in history.
In the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries, for example, Spain was the dominant nation of Europe, with ahigh leve
of culture, apowerful army and navy, and an empire that spanned both hemispheres. Within a century of expeling
al Jews from her territories, Spain declined to a struggling, second rate power.

The same thing happened to Britain. Britain emerged victorious from two world wars, retaining intact an empire
that was perhaps the most extensive inhumanhistory. But in 1947-1948, asthe mandatory power over Palestine,
Britain opposed and attempted to thwart the rebirth of Isragl. From that very moment inhistory, Britain'sempire
underwent aprocess of decline and disintegrationso rapid and so complete, it cannot be accounted for by merdy
the relevant politicd, military or economic factors. Today, lessthanagenerationlater, Britain, like Spain, haslost
her world supremacy.

God' sdedings withthe nations over the issue of Israd illugtrates a basic principle that underlies His dedlings with
mankind as a whole. When God dedls with people, He doesn't step down from His throne and confront each
individud in His own Person. Rather, He confronts man indirectly through His Word. In thisway, our response
to God's Word becomes our response to God Himsdf (even though we ourselves may not recognize it).
Whenever God confrontsa man or a nation with His Word, it is He who chooses the issue—and the issue God
has chosen in these daysistheissue of Israd.

That goesfor Chrigtians too. Like the nations, dl Chridians will be brought into the “valey of decison” by God
and they will have to decide whether or not they will accept or rgject His Word. Those who rgect it will be in
serious trouble whenthey stland before God. Their judgment may be different or come at a different time, but they
will be judged and punished. Therefore, the question—Should we support |srael ?—is very important question
indeed. The only sane answer is Yes—unless you want to experience the wrath and judgment of God!

How thencanwe support Isradl ? Well, one way isto financially support Zionigt organizations whichgather Jews
from dl over the world. Another way is to buy Isragli products or take atrip to Isradl and spend some money
there. There are so many companies, organizaions, (including “Chrigian” ones), and entire nations boycotting
Isradli goods and services in an attempt to hurt ther economy, heping their economy by buying their products
isagood way to support them. But there are other ways to support God's plan for Isradl.

For thus saith the LORD; Sing with gladness for Jacob, and shout among the
chief of the nations: publish ye, praise ye, and say, O LORD, save thy people,
the remnant of Isradl. Behold, | will bring them from the north country, and
gather them from the coasts of the earth, and with them the blind and the lame,
the woman with child and her that travaileth with child together: a great
company shall return thither. They shall come with weeping, and with
supplicationswill | lead them: | will cause them to walk by the rivers of waters
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in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for | amafather tolsrael, and
Ephraimismyfirstborn. Hear the word of the LORD, O ye nations, and declare
it in theislesafar off, and say, Hethat scattered Israel will gather him, and keep
him, as a shepherd doth his flock.

Jeremiah 31:7-10

Jeremiahtdls us three ways we can support Isradl: (1) praise; (2) proclam; and (3) pray. Just to make sure the
historica context of these admonitions is clear, he paints a picture of the Jewish people being re-gathered to thar
land inthe last days. “Behold, | will bring them from the north country, and gather them from the coasts of
the earth” . This can only beareferenceto the re-gathering in our day. So the first response God is looking for
from us Gentile believersis that we praise Him for what He is doing with the Jews.

The second response God islooking for is that we declare the truth of what He is doing, with regardsto Israd,
among the naions. The term “declare’ means to make some kind of public, officia statement. It suggestsin
particular the activity of aherald. The kind of proclamation we are to make is defined for usin this passage. We
aretdl the nations. “Hethat scattered Israel will gather him and keep him”. The Bibleis very clear. The God
who scattered |srael will gather Isragl. The presence of a Jewish State in the Middle East is not Satan’ swork.
Nor isit man’s (ie: the United Nations; Jewish political leaders) work. It is God' s work!

The third response God is looking for is prayer for Isradl. The prayer can be very smple: “ O Lord; save thy
people, the remnant of Israel”. Save them from physical destruction by the surrounding nations who are intent
on wiping them off the face of the earth; and aso, save them spiritualy from their blindness and sin.

Thereisafourth response that God is looking for aswell. This response is much like the one Paul talked about
inthe book of Romans, whenhe said: “For asye intimes past havenot believed God, yet have now obtained
mercy through their unbelief: Even so havethese also now not believed, that through your mercy they also
may obtain mercy” (Rom. 11:30-31).

Comfort ye, comfort ye my people, saith your God. Speak ye comfortably to

Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity

is pardoned: for she hath received of the LORD's hand double for all her sins.
Isaiah 40:1-2

Theterm which is trandated “comfort” in this verseis a plurd Hebrew term. That means, this exhortation is not
addressed to an individud (such as the prophet Isaiah). It's addressed to a group of people. There are two
digtinct groups of people being referred to in this passage. God cdls one group “My people’—*Comfort ye,
comfort ye, my people (ie: the Jews). The other group conssts of those who are charged to be the comforters
of the Jews. The question is who isthis other group? Clearly, they are not Isradl. Y e, they bdlieve in the God
of Isradl. Indeed, God says Heistheir God! “ Comfort ye, comfort ye my people says your God”. The only group
that fitsthis description in the last days is genuine believers who accept the Bible as God's Word. God asks this
group of people to comfort the Jews!

Asde from the fact that God has asked us to comfort the Jewish people, we should aso comfort themin re-
payment of the dept we own them. Firgt of dl, if there had been no Isradl, there would likewise have been no
patriarchs, no prophets, no apostles, no Bible and no Savior!
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Secondly, not only have Gentile believersnot re-paid the dept we owe the Jewi shpeopl e, we have compounded
that debt a thousand times by boasting againg the Jews, by despising them, by rejecting them, by hating them, by
persecuting them, by remaning slent while people murder them, and by butchering them ourselves in cold
blood—all in the name of Chrigt and Chrigtianity!

Thereis no segment of humanity whose need of comfort can even be compared with that of the Jewish people.
It is true that throughout the course of history, many racid and/or reigious groups have been the victims of
prejudice and persecution. But thefact is, the sufferings of the Jewish people far exceeds dl others in scope,
intengty and duration, and muchof the misery they have experienced has come fromthe hands of Chrigtians, from
those who claim to love God and follow His Word.

When confronted withthe redity that anti-Semitismhas been by propagated by much of the Church for most of
it's higory, many of today’s Chrigtians react by disclaming any responghbility. The attitude is that such anti-
Semitism was practiced by members of other rdigious groups and churches. We would never tolerate anti-
Semitisminour church—they say. But listen to what Jesus said to the religious leaders of His day, who said the
same thing about their forefathers (who had killed the prophets):

Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye build the tombs of
the prophets, and gar nish the sepul chres of the righteous, And say, If we had been
in the days of our fathers, we would not have been partakers with them in the
blood of the prophets. Wher efore ye be witnesses unto your selves, that ye are the
children of them which killed the prophets

Matthew 23:29-31

The very fact that these | eaders disclaimed responghility for the crimescommitted by their forefathers congtituted
an acknowledgment that they were the descendantsof those who killed the prophets. | bdievethe sameprinciple
appliesto the crimescommitted by the Church againgt the Jews. We cannot claim to be part of the Church, and
a the same time disclam responghility for the way the Church has treated the Jews. Smply saying that we are
not Roman Catholics is not good enough. The Protestant Reformers treated the Jews no differently than the
Catholics did and mogt dl of today’ s Chrigtians identify themselves as the children of the Reformers.

Besides, it wasn't the Roman Catholics who started Chrigtian anti-Semitism. It was the Church Fathers, many
of whom today’ s Protestant Christians revere. Furthermore, many of today’ s Protestant (and even Evangdlical)
Chridians are just as anti-Semitic asthe Roman Cathalic organizationhas been. Recently, agroup of Evangelical
religious leaders published an “open letter” to their felow (pro-1sragl) Evangdicdsinwhichthey said the Jewish
people do not “have any divine promise or an earthly land” gpart from Chrigt.

“Recently a number of leaders in the Protestant community of the United States have urged the
endorsement of far-reaching and unilateral political commitments to the people and land of Israel
in the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, citing Holy Scripture as the basis for those commitments. . .At
the heart of the political commitments in question are two fatally flawed propositions. First, some
are teaching that God's alleged favor toward Israel today is based upon ethnic descent rather
than upon the grace of Christ alone, as proclaimed in the Gospel. Second, others are teaching
that the Bible's promises concerning the land are fulfilled in a special political region or "Holy
Land," perpetually set apart by God for one ethnic group alone. As a result of these false claims,
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large segments of the evangelical community, our fellow citizens, and our government are being
misled with regard to the Bible's teachings regarding the people of God, the land of Israel, and the
impartiality of the Gospel. . .

. . .Moreover, apart from Christ, there is no special divine favor upon any member of any ethnic
group; nor, apart from Christ, is there any divine promise of an earthly land or a heavenly
inheritance to anyone, whether Jew or Gentile. To teach or imply otherwise is nothing less than
to compromise the Gospel itself.

The inheritance promises that God gave to Abraham were made effective through Christ,
Abraham's True Seed. . These promises do not apply to any particular ethnic group, but
to the church of Jesus Christ, the true Israel.

The entitlement of any one ethnic or religious group to territory in the Middle East called
the "Holy Land" cannot be supported by Scripture. In fact, the land promises specific to Israel
in the OIld Testament were fulfilled under Joshua. The New Testament speaks clearly and
prophetically about the destruction of the second temple in A.D. 70. No New Testament writer
foresees a regathering of ethnic Israel in the land, as did the prophets of the Old Testament after
the destruction of the first temple in 586 B.C.

Lamentably, bad Christian theology is today attributing to secular Israel a divine mandate
to conquer and hold Palestine, with the consequence that the Palestinian people are
marginalized and regarded as virtual "Canaanites.” This doctrine is both contrary to the teaching
of the New Testament and a violation of the Gospel mandate. In addition, this theology puts those
Christians who are urging the violent seizure and occupation of Palestinian land in moral jeopardy
of their own bloodguiltiness. Are we as Christians not called to pray for and work for peace,
warning both parties to this conflict that those who live by the sword will die by the sword?”

The 26 Sgners of this open letter are dl Reform theologians who come from Reform seminaries like The New
Geneva Seminary and the Knox Seminary. These “Evangdicds’ are smply carrying on the teachings of their
Reformation forefathers, which isthe lie of Covenant Theology.

Once agan, in order to mantain this kind of doctrind trash, you have to indulge in intentiona blindness and
intellectua dishonesty. The prophetsclearly refer to theland of Isragl as the Jew’ sland. Those same prophetstell
usthat in the last days, God is the one who will restore the Jews to their own land. Theland of Israd iISTHEIR
land according to the Scripture. 1t was God who drove themout asaresult of thar an, and it is God who hasre-
gathered them according to His plan and purposes.

Thus saith the Lord GOD; When | shall have gathered the house of Israel from
the people among whom they are scattered, and shall be sanctified intheminthe
sight of the heathen, then shall they dwell in their land that | have given to my
servant Jacob.

Ezekiel 28:25

But, The LORD liveth, which brought up and which led the seed of the house of
Israel out of the north country, and fromall countrieswhither | had driven them;
and they shall dwell in their own land.

Jeremiah 23:8
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Thosewho canread theabove statementsand dill say—*The entitlement of any one ethnic or religiousgroup
toterritory inthe Middle East called the Holy Land cannot be supported by Scripture’—are wicked people
because they hold the truth in unrighteousness. They intentiondly ignore the plain and obvious meaning of the
Scripture regarding who's land it is because they don't like what the Scripture says. Whatever they don't like,
they smply ignore. Thisis cdled “handling the word of God deceitfully” (i1. Cor. 4:2).

Notice how these Protestant theologians twist and distort the Scripture when it comes to the term “seed”. They
sad:“Theinheritancepromisesthat God gaveto Abrahamwer e made effectivethrough Christ, Abraham's
True Seed. . .These promisesdo not apply to any particular ethnic group, but to thechurchof Jesus Christ,
thetruelsrael”. Whenthey say that Christ is Abraham’ s“true’ seed, what they mean isthat ChristisAbraham’s
only legitimate seed. The Jewsare no longer Abraham’ s“seed”. They base this view ona perversionof what Paul
sadinGdaians 3:16, while ignoring what Paul said in Romans chapter nine, whichisthat the promises* pertaineth
to” (ie belong to) his kinsmen “according to the fled’. The term “according to the fleh” is an undenicble
reference to ethnic Jews!

These theologians aso sad: “Lamentably, bad Christian theology is today attributing to secular Israel a
divine mandate to conquer and hold Palestine, with the consequence that the Palestinian people are
marginalized and regarded as virtual ‘Canaanites’. Wel, the fact is, the Biblica terms “Philigia’ and
“Philigtines’ are the roots from which we derive the modern names “Paesting’ and “Paegtinian”. | don’'t know
if the Pdegtinians are actud, biologica descendants of the Canaanites (Philistines), but they have certainly
identified themsdalveswiththose people by name in thair attempt to damthe land asther own. It’ saso interesting
to notethat inthe prophesy we looked at last seek, the prophet 1saiah predicts that 1sragl will conquer that very
areaand people:

And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemblethe outcasts of
Israel, and gather together the dispersed of Judah fromthe four corners of the
earth. The envy also of Ephraim shall depart, and the adversaries of Judah shall
be cut off: Ephraim shall not envy Judah, and Judah shall not vex Ephraim. But
they shall fly upon the shouldersof the Philistines toward the west; they shall
spoil them of the east together: they shall lay their hand upon Edom and Moab;
and the children of Ammon shall obey them.

Isaiah 11:12-14

When the Lord setsHis hand to recover the Jews the “second time’ (from the Roman scattering of 70 AD.), the
Jawswill “fly upon the shoulders of the Philigtines towards the west”. Thisis areference to taking control of the
area of the Sina and the Gaza Strip—which the Isradlis have done. Therefore, it's certainly not wrong to identify
today’ s Pdedtinians as “Canaanites’ because God's Word cdls them Canaanites (ie: Philigtines)! Nether is it
mordlywrongto cal them Canaanites because they are avery wicked and vicious people, just likethe Canaanites
of old. The origind Canaanites sacrificed their children to gods of stone and today’ s Canaanites sacrifice their
children to the demon god of Allah! They send them to Isradli public places with vests full of explosives so they
can blow themselves to bits and kill as many Isragli men, women and children as possible.

The Scripture very dearly commands us to comfort and support the Jewish people inthe day that God re-gathers
them to thar own land. Do you think God knew when He spoke through Jeremiah and Isaiah and told us to
support the re-gathered Jewsin this hour that therewould be a people livinginthat same land who are at war with
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them? When God told us thousands of yearsago to support Israel today, do you think He knew that supporting
I srael would mean supporting their acquisitionof (supposedly) Paestinian land? If we are supporting God’ s plan
to restore the Jews to their own land, doesn't that support necessitate that we be against those who are trying
to thwart God' s plan to give them that land? Canyoube for the Jews of Isragl and at the same time, aso be for
those who are trying to butcher them and return the land to Allah?

If the Bible istrue, then God hasgiventhe Land of I sragl back to the people of Isradl, the Jews. It doesn’'t matter
who was living on the land before God brought them back this time, any more than it mattered who was living
on the land thefirst ime He gave it to them. The only thing that matters is what God is doing. Regardless of what
the Palegtinians think, regardless of what the Arab League thinks, regardless of what the world thinks, regardiess
of what deluded Chrigtians think, the land belongs to the Jews because God has given it to them. Moreover, He
wants them to fight to keep every inch of it!

The people who wrote that “open letter” are Jew haters who are using religion (ie: a corrupted form of
Chridianity) to judtify their Gentile pride and racism. Not only do they reject the Scripture, mordly spesking, they
treat the actions of |sragl and the actions of the Paletinians equally when the difference between the two islike
night and day. Pdestinians deliberately murder civilian woman and children to spread terror. They openly boast
of destroying Israel. Their schools and text books and media arefilled withthe most virulent anti-Semitism. They
teach their children to hate and kill Jews from the age or 2 years old and up. Not one aspect of thar society is
geared towards peace with Isragl. Everything they say, everything they write, everything they do, isfor one end
and one end alone—the tota annihilation of the Jewish race and the return of the land of Isradl to Allah.

Anyone who equates this kind of behavior withthe way the Israglis have comported themsalves over the last 60
yearsis a Jew-hating scum-bag and they deserve the wrath they will receive whenthe Lord pours Hiswrath out
upon the nations. The deluded Reform theol ogians who wrote that “open letter” are not only setting themsdaves
up for eventud destruction, they are compounding the dept Chridians aready owe the Jews. The only way
Protestant Christians can beginto repay that dept is to correct the warped theology that has produced Christian
anti-Semitismfor nineteen centuries. In order to do that, the first thing that needs to be corrected is the idea that
it was the Jewish people alone who were responsible for the death of Jesus.

For of atruthagainst thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod,
and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of | srael, were gathered
together, For to do whatsoever thy hand and thy counsel determined beforeto be
done.

Acts 4:27-28

Who is guilty of the death of Jesus? For those who still accept the authority of God's Written Word, the truthis
crystal clear: Herod and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles and the people of Israel are guilty. Remember, it was
Gentile Roman sol dierswho were responsible for scourging and mocking Jesus, thereby adding their own sadlistic
contribution to the quilt of the human race. It was also the Romans who endorsed and carried out the death
sentence. Y et, the Roman Catholic organization has conveniently overlooked this fact for 1900 years

For centuries the hearts of Gentile Chridtians have been hard and callous towards the Jews because there has
beenanover-emphassof the fact that God’ s judgment rests uponthembecause they killed Jesus. Chrigians were
taught by the Church Fathers, then by the Roman Catholic organization, and then by the Reformation Churchthat
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the Jews have been getting exactly what they deserve. Thisis pure hypocrisy because Gentileswere just as guilty
of the death of Jesus asthe Jawswere. Yet Gentile Chrigtian leaders never say dl the suffering Gentiles have
experienced for the past 2000 years is because they killed Jesus! The idea that 2000 years of persecution and
murder is God's just punishment on the Jews for killing Jesus is made even more hypocritical and cynica when
you redize that Christians have been responsible for much of that persecution and murder!

The people who have the most Jewish blood on their hands, stand behind their pulpits every week and say the
judgment (persecution, pogroms, rapes, murders, etc.) the Jews have experienced over thelast 1900 years (many
times at the hands of Chrigians) iswdl deserved and isinexact proportionto therr an. Thisis a perfect example
of twisting and perverting the truth. It is true that God blinded and scattered the Jewish people because of their
gn. But it sasotrue that He has re-gathered them in our day. It is dso true that He has commanded usto pray
for them, support them, show themmercy, and comfort themat thistime. Again, you have to indulge inintentiond
blindness and intdlectud dishonesty to ignore this fact.

Inany case, it was never God’ swill that we base our attitude towards the Jewish people on the judgements that
befell them as a result of their Sin. Neither was it God's will that Christians become the instruments of that
judgment upon them. It is God' swill that our attitude towards them is based on what the Scripture teaches. The
issue here is not so much whether or not God has judged the Jews for their rgection of Jesus. Clearly, He has.
The issue isthat we cannot make this fact the basis of our response to the Jewish people becauseif we do, our
hearts will become callous and hard towards them. Wewill be recreating the very same theological atmosphere
that hardened the hearts of Gentile believersin thefirst place.

The difference between viewing the Jewish people according to what the Scripture actudly teaches, and viewing
themthrough the lense of deser ved punishment, accountsfor the difference between those Chrigtians who saved
Jews during the Holocaust and those Christians who murdered them (by turning themover to the Nazi’ s). When
you view the Jews through the lense of deserved punishment, then atrocities like the Holocaust mean nothing.
After dl, they are just getting what they deserve—right?

Thank God there were some Chrigians in Europewho, as aresult of actudly bdieving what the Bible says about
the Jews, tried to save some of them. Thank God for people like Corri TenBoom, who risked their livesto snatch
Jews out of the jaws of death. The knowledge that God uses people and nations to judge the Jews should never
be trandated into anonchdant attitude towards their suffering. It should never produceanattitudethat says.“Well,
snce God isudng this nation or that circumstance to judge the Jews, we must not interfere or try to stop that
judgment”. That is the opposite of what the Scripture teaches!

Just because we know God must judge I srael and that He uses wi cked nations to judge them, that does not mean
we should be cdlous about the whole thing! Listen to what the Psalmist said about Babylon. He knew God had
raised Babylon up to be an indrument of judgment againg sinful Israd. Yet he said: “O daughter of Babylon,
who art to be destroyed; happy shall he be, that rewardeththee asthou hast served us. Happy shall he be,
that taketh and dasheth thy little ones against the stones."(ps. 137:8-9).

Thefactis, if wetruly love God, then we will honor what He haswrittenin His Word, and that \WWord commands
us to love the Jewish people, show them mercy, pray for them, and comfort them. In short, it commands usto
support themas and their Jewish State, regardless of dl the liesand hypocrisy of a Jew-hating world and an anti-
Samitic Church. Moreover, wewill despise the evil that God must useto judge them. Listento what God Himsdlf
saysin the book of Jeremiah:
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My bowels, my bowels! | am pained at my very heart; my heart maketh a noise
in me; | cannot hold my peace, because thou hast heard, O my soul, the sound
of the trumpet, the alarm of war. Destruction upon destruction is cried; for the
whole land is spoiled: suddenly are my tents spoiled, and my curtains in a
moment. How long shall | see the standard, and hear the sound of the trumpet?
For my peopleis foolish, they have not known me; they are sottish children, and
they have none under standing: they are wise todo evil, but to do good they have
no knowledge.

Jeremiah 4:19-22

“My bowels My boweld” said God—whenwatching the destruction He Himself was forced to bring upon His
own people. “I cannot hold my peace” said the Lord. “1 have to express the anguishthat isinmy heart as| watch
the judgements which must be poured out on my people’.

The prophets who foresaw the coming destruction of Judah and Isradl, and who had to deliver that message to
the people, lived continually with broken hearts. Does anyone remember that Jesus wept when prophesying the
destructionof Jerusdlem? Those who are closeto God fed the same way He feds about the Jewish people. They
do not regjoice over the judgment of the Jews. Nor are they callous or neutral regarding those judgments. Every
time they turn on the televison and see body bags on the streets of Tel Aviv or Haifa or Jerusdem, something
deep down in their spirits will beginto cry: “My bowls! My bowis! | am pained at my very heart; my heart
maketh a noise in me; | cannot hold my peace!”

The second lie that needs corrected is that Jesus Christ isthe only seed of Abraham. As| have shown from the
New Testament, the Jews are ill Abraham’sseed and the promisesill gpply to them. Anyone who deniesthis
iswakingunder the influence of Satan. Instead of trying to exclude the Jews fromthe promises God madeto them
through Abraham, Isaac and Jacob; instead of calling them * Chrigt killers’ and charging them with “decide’ (ie
killing God); insteed of boasting againgt the broken branches; instead of supporting the Pdestinians who want to
destroy them; we should be trying to make amends for al the evil we have done to them for 1900 year!

Right now, we have before us an opportunity that is unique to our generation. We have an opportunity (and |
believe an obligation) to do everything the Scripture asks of us in order to help the Jewish people regain the
fullnessof their inheritance—hboth natural and spiritual. We have the privilege and the opportunity to become co-
workers with God in bringing about the fulfillment of His purposes regarding the Jewish people.

Come near, you nations, and listen; pay attention, you peoples! Let the earth
hear, and all that isin it, the world, and all that comes out of it! The LORD is
angry with all nations; hiswrath is upon all their armies. He will totally
destroy them, he will give them over to slaughter. . .For the LORD has a day of
vengeance, a year of retribution, to uphold Zion's cause

Isaiah 34:1-2 & 8 NIV

God' s attitude towards those who oppose “Zion' scause’ isvery clear. The nations who oppose what Heis doing
withthe Jewswill eventudly experience his unmitigated wrath. 1f thisis His attitude toward the nations who come
agand Israel, how do you think He will react to Christians like Robert Begnaud (who teaches Replacement
Theology) and Rick Frueh (who advocates un-involvement in the interests of Israel)?
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Many of today’s Christians are in for a rude awakening when it comesto Isradl. Paul said: “There shall come
out of Sonthe Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodlinessfrom Jacob: For thisismy covenant untothem,
when | shall take away their sins’ (rRom. 11:27). When he says there shdl come out of Sion the Deliverer, he
istaking about the end of the Churchage. At the beginning of the Church age the Ddliverer did come out of Zion,
quite literdly. But at the end of this age, Jesus is not going to come from Zionto save Jacob. Heiscoming to Zion
(from heaven) to save Jacob.

Moreover, Heisnot coming aone. Inother words, thereisgoing to come fortha corporate deliverer. When Paul
says the Ddiverer will come out of Zion, he is referring to apeople not aplace. Zionisboth apeople and aplace.
Out of afirg fruits warrior remnant of saints, out of spiritud Zion, the Ddliverer will come. Through that warrior
remnant the L ord will save and liberate natura Zion. Aswe dready saw, the prophet Zechariah described what
will trigger the returnof Christ. When the nations invade Isragl and attack Jerusdem: “...the Lord go forth, and
fight against those nations [which cameagainst Jerusalem], aswhen hefought inthe day of battle” . When
the nationsattack Jerusaleminorder to enforce thelr fase peace plan, the Lord will come and ddliver the surviving
remnant of Jews and daughter the armies that invaded them.

One wonderswhat goesthrough the average Christian’s mind when they read these verses. Exactly who do we
think will be with Jesus when He goes out to “fight againgt those nations as when he fought in the day of battle?’
Who do we think will be with Jesus when He comes to daughter the enemies of Isradl?

And then shall they seethe Son of man coming inthe cloudswithgreat power and
glory. And then shall he send hisangels, and shall gather together his elect from
the four winds, from the uttermost part of the earth to the uttermost part of
heaven.

Mark 13:26-27

For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep
in Jesus will God bring with him. For this we say unto you by the word of the
Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not
prevent them which are asleep. For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven
withashout, with the voice of the archangel, and withthe trump of God: and the
dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which are alive and remain shall be
caught up together with themin the clouds, to meet the Lord in theair: and so
shall we ever be with the Lord.

|. Thessalonians 4:14-17

When God sends His angdls to gather the saintsfromthe uttermost parts of the heaven and earth, He' s not going
towhisk us off to a seven-year-long smorgashord in a Gentile Paradise. We are going into battle with Messah.
We are going to fight for the Jewish city of Jerusdem, for the Jewish Land of Israel, and for the Jewish people
who live on that land. We will be with Messah as He destroys the armies that tried to destroy Jerusdem.

No doubt there will be many Arabs and Palestinians that are part of the armies that come up againgt Jerusdem.
So wewill definitely be “taking Sdes’ on that day. We will be onthe side of the Jaws We will follow the Lord
Jesus into battle to free Naturd Isragl from her Arab enemies. We will be part of an angdlic army and host that
isgoing to daughter people! Areyou ready to go into battle againgt the enemies of the Jews?
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For most of us, the answer is No.

Most of today’s Chrigtians can't bring themsalves to defend the Jews even in the relm of politics and mordlity,
let done defend them the way we will be defending themwhenthe Lord comes! Most of today’s Christians are
too busy trying to be “far’ to the poor Paestinians to be made ready to fight againgt them in the day of bettle.
They aretoo busy trying to show themlove and mercy to let God prepare their hearts for the day when God will
daughter them! No, we are not ready to ride with Messiah into battle againg the enemies of Isragl when He
comes. We aretoo mord. We are too “ Chrigtian” for anything like that!

This is why there will have to be a sovereign move of the Holy Spirit in the last days to make us ready. There
will have to be a sovereign move of the Spirit to free us from false love and our warped view of Chrigtianity so
we can be prepared to ride with Messiah when He comes. And such a move was predicted in Scripture:

But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the thousands of
Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me that isto be ruler in Israd;
whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting. Therefore will he
givethem up, until the time that she which travaileth hath brought forth: then
the remnant of his brethren shall return unto the children of Israel.

Micah 5:2-3

The prophet Micah gave this astonishing prophesy thousands of years ago! He foresaw that the “ruler” of I srael
would come out of Bethlehem at the beginning of the Church age. He dso foresaw the Jew’ s rgjection of Jesus
and thar subsequent cutting off. He says the L ord will “give them|[the Jews] up” and turnto the Gentiles. He saw
that God would take out of the Gentile nations a people for His name (Acts 15:14).

But even more incredible isthe fact that Micah dso saw aremnant of those Gentiles coming out of the Church.
Hesaw that Nationa Isragl would be given up until the time when “she which travaileth hath brought forth”. She
which travaileth is the Church. Sheisintravail to bring forthafirs fruits company of mature sons. When she has
brought those sons forth, “the remnant of his brethren shall return unto the children of Israd”. The remnant of His
(Messah's) brethren (the firgt fruits) shal return unto the (naturd) children of Isradl.

In other words, the hearts of God' s first fruits will be turned towards the broken branches because they will be
walking in present truth. The Spirit of God will put ironin our spirits so we are ready to go into battle with Jesus
ontheDay of Battle. The first partakers of the ddiverancethat is destined to come out of spiritual Zion(ie God's
overcomers) will be natural Zion.

When God gets ready to send that deliverance forth, dl those who are caught up in Replacement Theology, dl
those who harbor animosity towards the Jews, al thosewho don’'t want to be bothered with the Jews, al those
who equate the behavior of the Jews with the behavior of the Pdedtinians, and al those who cannot stomach
the battle that is to going to be fought because they are good “Chrigtians’, will be set aside. They will not be part
of that army of ddliverers.

More than any timein history, the Jewish people should have a specid placeinthe hearts of those who clam to
be closest to God. We who damto have spiritud ingght, we who dam to have great end-time revelation, should
understand that the “times of the Gentiles’ are now closing. We should perceive that “ Jacob’s Troubl€’ is close
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a hand, and that natural Jerusalem is about to be purged with fire and blood. The Jewish people are goingto go
though more hardship before they are ddivered. We should understand that when this happens, God wants
spiritual Zion prepared to liberate the surviving remnant of literal Zion. The redemption of Jerusdlem and the
natural seed of Abraham is very dear to God's heart, and He intends to fulfil His promise to Abraham.

So we must make a choice. Either we will dlow God to prepare us to participate in that ddliverance, or we will
reject that preparation—inwhich case God will smply raise up another people to fulfil Hiswill. 1’ sso tragic that
the people who should have been showing mercy to the Jaws these many centuries arethe very ones who have
never wanted to be bothered with them, or worse, have persecuted and butchered them.

Wearenot trying to absolve the Jews of dl the evil they have done. Nor are we trying to say they are somehow
more righteous than the Gerttile nations. Yes, the Jews have committed their share of evil down through the
centuries. But have the Gentiles committed less evil? What kind of spiritua condition were you in when God
saved you? Was your Snand rebellionany better than Jewishsnand rebdlion? |s Gentile pride and wickedness
any less offensve to God than Jewish pride and wickedness?

Why are Gentile Chrigtians so quick to look past the ans of ther fellow Gentilesand intercede for their savation,
but very dow to look past the sins of the Jews and intercede for their salvation?

The answer isvery smple. We are hypocrites!

As| sadin thefirg part one of this series, the Bible makes it clear that whatever God is doing with the Jewish
people in this hour, Heisdoing it for His great name ssake. Heisaso doing it for the sake of Abraham, who was
his“friend”.

The preparation God wantsto do inusis to soften our hearts towards Paul’ s kinsmen according to the flesh and
recognize that as aresult of being grafted into their heritage and destiny, they are now our people. He wants to
return some of the fedling of kinship that has been destroyed over the centuries and put an anticipation of thar
deliverance in our hearts. He wants us to redize that their land is our land too. He wants us to live in the redity
that when our preparation has been completed, we are going to liberate that land and destroy dl the enemiesof
the Jewish people.

Inshort, God wants us prepared and ready to bring the life and power of the New Creation Man to geographica
Zion firgt, and then from there, to dl the saved nations.
